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CARD WARS – THE UMPIRE STRIKES BACK  

I can‟t deny it, before a bad back ended my playing days I used to give umpires a hard time for decisions I disagreed 

with. Having gone over to the Dark Side, I now see things rather differently. Watching the rugby yesterday, I was 

paying as much attention to the referee as to the play, and marvelled at how he controlled 30 men twice his size and 

fired up with adrenaline. Contrast that with football where players are in the referees face at every significant 

decision. I was astonished at the fuss made over Alex Ferguson questioning a referee‟s fitness recently, when I have 

heard a number of Premiership managers all but calling referees a cheat, and at least biased, with no sanction at all.  

Judging by the number of phone calls and e-mails I get every week, there seems to be a particular shortage of 

umpires this year. Perhaps the new rules have put some people off, or maybe they are trying to avoid the sort of 

comments that appeared in the Ladies‟ first team match report last week. Why spend your Saturday afternoon 

standing on a cold wet pitch to risk being branded „mouthy and patronising‟, and then be snubbed in the bar 

afterwards?  

Their umpire may not have been very good, or perhaps he was having an off day - players and officials both have 

them. I am however quite sure he was doing his best. Did any of the Tring side miss a tackle, or mess up a pass? Of 

course they did, and umpires too will get it wrong sometimes. I am not shy with the cards, but I have never sent 

anyone off for a single remark. I have however been subjected to a constant low level barrage of comments at every 

decision, until there was just one too many. If it was misheard or misinterpreted it, well tough, they should have kept 

quiet earlier. If it hadn‟t been that occasion it would have been the next. Think how you would feel if the umpires kept 

up a running commentary on your play!  

I hope the teams that regularly criticise umpires in their match reports were well represented at the recent umpiring 

courses. If more players umpired it would help stop hockey descending to the level of football. I am sure none of us 

wants to see that.

Although the Veteran's team were unlucky to lose 1-0 

in the National Vets Cup after the long journey to 

Lincoln back in October, they were handed another 

chance of knockout success in the Plate Competition, 

open to all those sides that lost in the first round.

It was a very different bunch of athletes that met at 

the Tring astro on Sunday to the team that had lost 7-

0 to a strong St Albans side the day before. They 

applied pressure to the Letchworth team from the off. 

Simon Webb, Clive Hicks and Mark Cannon 

controlled the midfield and Andy Aikens, at centre 

forward, was a constant worry for the Letchworth 

defence. Tring's passing game was highly effective all 

over the pitch, from Neil Chapman and Eric at the 

back, through the middle and out to Sharpy and Gary 

Arthurs, the wing backs, who were finding space to 

advance up the field. Unfortunately, the passing was 

not quite as clinical once they approached the 

Letchworth D and, despite the pressure, Tring found it 

difficult to turn their superiority into a goal. The 

breakthrough finally came after about 20 minutes 

when Ian Grainger, of all people, popped up on right 

wing, took the ball towards the by-line and crossed it 

for Andy Aikens to strike towards the goal. Although 

that attempt was saved, Steve Collins was on hand to 

tuck the ball under the keeper's body and into the 

back of the net.

A number 

of short corners were won and, although Steve Collins 

had an on-target drag flick saved by the keeper and 

another shot was cleared off the line, Tring could not 

increase their lead. As the end of the game 

approached, and Tring lost both Andy Aikens and 

Steve Collins to strained fetlocks, being replaced by 

Tugger and a rejuvenated Eric, Letchworth began to 

put a few attacks together and the Tring defence had 

to keep their wits about them. Finally, Letchworth 

were awarded a short corner. The regular Vets 

players, and any Spurs or Scotland supporters 

present, knew what would happen next - surely it 

would be 1-1 at full time and we would go on to lose 

on flicks. But no, the short corner was well defended 

and the Tring side kept possession for the rest of the 

game to secure one of the most comprehensive 1-0 

victories seen for a long time.
