The Vets enjoyed their day trip to South London 

recording their first victory of the season over the 

Honourable Artillery Company (HAC). Dominating for 

long periods of the game they were seemingly trying 

to do all in their power not to win, but it was Phil 

Chandler and Nick Wallinger who provided some cool 

óheadsô in the HAC circle to clinch the narrow 2-1 

victory.  

It was the car and train that took the strain on this 

long journey through Central London to Dulwich. The 

ótrainô boys comfortably won that particular contest, 

even accounting for a stopover at the KCL Rugby 

Club to view the amenities, as the car journey from 

Tring was particularly arduous once south of the river 

and threading their way around the A3.  

So with half the team turning up late, it was no 

surprise that they started slowly and HAC, despite 

being down a man or two themselves initially, were 

countering Tringôs forward play very effectively 

against a óploddishô Tring defence. Within the opening 

10 minutes HAC had made 2/3 lightening breaks and 

with Tring exposed at the back more than once had 

forced a number of desperate challenges to clear the 

lines. Going forward Tring advanced in numbers but 

were unable to find a telling pass and were always 

exposed at the back. HAC took advantage of one 

poor challenge in the Tring circle and easily converted 

from a short corner. This finally shook the cobwebs 

away and with better organisation going forward Tring 

quickly got themselves back on terms as Phil 

Chandler deftly flicked home his first goal for the club.  

Tring then dominated for the remainder of the half and 

forced HAC onto the back foot. Beast, Nobby and 

Gary were linking well in the middle of the park as 

Tring tried to create an opening to convert the 

pressure into goals. Beast saw one cross field strike 

beat the keeper only for the ball to clip the post. 

The second half mirrored the end of the first with 

Tring in the ascendancy. The backs seemingly in 

control of the HAC attacks allowed Tring to continue  

with the attacking formation. Utilising the flanks play 

again was being spread around as HAC were very 

much chasing the game. Over confidence threatened 

Tring always but they were more alive to threat this 

time around. The óattempts on goal counterô was 

working overtime as more and more goal scoring 

opportunities were created but Tring unable to 

convert. Bart was frustratingly close a number of 

times, obviously picking up some bad habits from his 

previous weekôs sojourn in the 3rds, while Nobby 

probably spurned the best chance of the game.
